Chairs are treated with such roughness that 

many are broken and others are entirely out of use. The general 

tone of conversation is so loud and boisterous that it belongs to a 

racetrack rather to a cafeteria. Punching, shoving and hurling of 

wastepaper are not actions expected of gentlemen. Conditions 

have become such that several students are eating in their cars 

rather than in the cafeteria.
